A Note on Privacy  
As Network sisters we share a lot of personal information with one another – our home addresses, 
phone numbers, various email address and even mobile phone numbers. Most of us would never give 
out a Netwo rk sister’s phone number or address, but many of us don’t even realize that we often give 
out one another’s email addresses.  
 
Did you know that when an email address is in the “to” line of an email that all of the email recipients 
can view and reply to tha t address? That email address can then be forwarded or added to someone 
else’s distribution or spam email list.  
 
You can be a spam blocker by just taking a few precautions before you hit “send.”  First, don’t send 
bulk solicitation, advertisement, or info rmational emails to your Network sisters or place their email 
addresses in a distribution list without their individual permission. Second, if you are sending emails to 
multiple recipients, place email addresses in the “bcc” line instead of the “to” or “cc ” line. This keeps 
the recipients’ email addresses out of sight and confidential.
